Class 3: Preliminary 12 - Open to any horse/pony not previously placed in the top 3 of any previous League at Preliminary level or above, to have no more than 10 BD points.
Class 4: Preliminary 18 - Open to any horse/pony not previously placed in the top 3 of any previous League at Novice level or above, to have no more than 37 BD points.

Class 9: Medium 71 - Restricted to horses/ponies with no more than 247 BD points
Class 10: Medium 75 - Restricted to horses/ponies with no more than 247 BD points

· Horses & ponies placed in the top 3 of a league or championship during or before 2008 should compete at the next level up regardless of BD points.

· Horses/ponies not eligible due to class restrictions or those horses/ponies down-graded by BD may compete but must do so HC.

· In all classes seniors and juniors compete together unless numbers permit otherwise
· Juniors should be under 17 years old on 1st January 2008 and must state their date of birth on the entry form
· Seniors competing ponies will compete as seniors. Juniors competing horses will compete as juniors

· Horses/ponies may compete with one rider only
